Guidelines for Fundraising via Institutional, Corporate,
and Individual Sponsorships

1. General:

Chinese School Andover (CSA) is a volunteer-based, non-profit, non-political, and non-
religious organization. It offers education in Chinese language and promotes cross-culture
exchange for Merrimack valley and surrounding local communities. CSA is mainly support
by students’ tuition and family membership fees. CSA accepts and appreciates the support
from all businesses and individuals. However, all activities initiated by the sponsors or

jointly initiated by the sponsors and CSA have to conform to CSA Bylaw (see
www.csandover.org). In particular, the seminars and handouts provided by the sponsors may
not endorse any particular religion, particular religious practices, and particular political view.
This document provides general guidelines for fundraising through institutional, corporate,
and individual sponsorships.

2. School General Sponsorships

This type of sponsorship is intended for an individual and a commercial or business entity
that supports CSA in general for at least one year time period.

The other events may include but mot limited to CSA
organized Special Teaching and Learning Programs, Reading Competition,
Writing/Composing Competition, Speech Competition and Talent Show.
